Day 2 - Sunday
ROSEAU/ NATURAL
WONDERS OF
DOMINICA (1/2 day)*

Come and enjoy the most popular natural attractions that Dominica has to offer!

Spanny Falls are still a bit of a secret, even though they are the height of a 7-story building. Continue on to the Trois Pitons National Park, and cross
the forest to the Emerald Pool and its 12-metre waterfall where you can cool off (undeveloped area).

You will finally make your way to the village of Trafalgar to the viewing platform to see the majestic waterfalls that the village is famous for before
returning to the boat.

Day 2 - Sunday
ROSEAU/ UNUSUAL
SWIMS IN DOMINICA
(1/2 day)*

Travel to the untamed summits of the island, and after a short walk you will come to a natural rock pool and narrow canyon fed by a waterfall where
you can swim surrounded by nature. (Undeveloped natural site).

Continue to the village of Wotten Waven, also known as the Wellness Village for its therapeutic pools fed by hot sulphur water. Be sure to take a
soothing bath in the midst of fumaroles and porous volcanic rocks.

Day 3 - Wednesday

You'll discover the island’s colonial past when we stop at St Mark’s House in Castries. You'll have some amazing views of the island’s lush vegetation as
we drive along the Caribbean coast.

We'll visit a former plantation, Morne Coubaril Estate, a gift from Louis XIV to the Deveaux family. To the present day the family’s descendants produce
sugar cane, copra, coconuts and manioc. And you'll discover La Soufriere with its fascinating geological activity, before getting back onto the boat in
Soufriére Bay.

Formalities

HEALTH FORMALITIES

Recommended vaccinations: diphtheria, polio, tetanus, hepatitis A and B and typhoid. Some parasitic or viral diseases can be carried by mosquitoes during certain
stopovers. The use of skin and clothing repellents is therefore recommended. Pregnant women who do not need constant medical supervision may come aboard,
upon presentation of a medical certificate showing their due date and certifying that their pregnancy is compatible with the cruise. The final day of the cruise must
be before the end of the 26th week of pregnancy. A doctor and a nurse are present on board.
