Itinerary of your cruise

Day 1 - Thursday
MALAGA

Cosmopolitan Andalusia has 300 days of sunshine a year. It’s also a major landmark in the history of Cubism - you can visit the house where Picasso 
was born and the museum with over 200 of his works. Ship docked in port. Boarding and disembarkation port of call.

Day 2 - Friday
MOTRIL

The rich artistic heritage of the city’s historic centre is the result of traditional Hispano-Arab town planning. The Encarnación Church, built over a 
former mosque, the baroque town hall, and the Virgen de la Cabeza Sanctuary — constructed on the site of King Boabdil’s mother’s residence — make 
this capital of the Costa Tropical a fascinating stopover full of discoveries. Ship docked, no water sports.

Day 3 - Saturday
CARTHAGENA

Brightly coloured Andalusian houses enliven Cartagena, an arid former mining city with a special Mediterranean charm. Many cultures have made 
Cartgena home over the centuries, leaving behind a rich artistic history that is still visible today. Ship docked, no water sports and no direct access to 
a beach.

Day 4 - Sunday
VALENCIA

Covering 2,000 m², the gothic architecture of the Lonja de la Seda (Silk Exchange) has Unesco World Heritage status. It faces the Mercado Centrale, 
one of the most beautiful covered markets in Europe. Ship docked, no water sports and no direct access to a beach.

Day 5 - Monday
TARRAGONA

The town’s many ancient ruins bear witness to the historic past of this former Roman colony. Its 2nd-century amphitheatre faces the sea, and the 
ramparts surrounding the remains of the medieval town offer uninterrupted views of Tarragona. Boat docked, no water sports.

Day 6 - Tuesday
COLLIOURE

Lapped by the waters of the Mediterranean, at the foot of the Pyrenees, Collioure has inspired painters such as Matisse and Chagall. Its narrow 
cobbled streets wind between two harbours, where brightly painted Catalan rowing boats bob on the waves. Ship at anchor, water sports available.

Day 7 - Wednesday
ST-CYR-SUR-MER

Situated in the Provence-Alpes-Côte d’Azur region, the town boasts a rich natural heritage (Baie des Lecques, Calanques) and a varied cultural 
offering, reflecting its commitment to showcasing local art and heritage. Boat at anchor, nautical hall closed.

Day 8 - Thursday
NICE

From markets to the uber famous Promenade, it cultivates a love of flowers and the arts. It is full of vitality with ambiances that range from neoclassical 
elegance to the up-beat tempo of the old quarter. Boat docked, no water sports. Boarding and disembarkation port of call.

Excursions of your cruise

Day 2 - Friday
MOTRIL / GRANADA 

(1 day)*

Granada’s Islamic history has bequeathed a marvel of Muslim art, the Alhambra. Dominating the modern city, Andalusia’s most emblematic monument 
is at once a royal city, a fortress and a palace dating back to the 13th century. Near the palace, you’ll also discover the marvellous Andalusian gardens 
of the Generalife, former country residence of the emirs (2h by bus return). Passport number required for registration and PI required for entry to the 
Alhambra. Places limited to 20 people and non-refundable. French guide.

Day 3 - Saturday
CARTAGENA / MURCIA*

After a panoramic tour of the city of Murcia, visit the Francisco Salzillo Museum, dedicated to the renowned Baroque sculptor, where you’ll admire his 
stunningly detailed terracotta works. Enjoy a guided walking tour through Murcia’s historic center, including a visit to the elegant Royal Casino, one 
of the city’s architectural gems. On the way back to the ship, a scenic drive through the hills of Cartagena offers breathtaking views of the ancient 
fortified city and its remarkable ruins.

Day 4 - Sunday
VALENCE - HISTORICAL 

VALENCE (1/2 day)*

Come and discover the heart and soul of Valencia, one of the most dynamic and lively cities in Spain.
We will guide you through its different neighbourhoods to explore the iconic monuments of Valencia: the Serrano Towers, the central market and 
Valencia’s magnificent Gothic cathedral, symbol of its Moorish past.

Day 5 - Monday
TARRAGONE / BEST OF 

TARRAGONE*

Enjoy history in capital letters, discovering Roman civilization on a guided tour through the streets and monuments of one of the Empire’s most 
important cities. From Itinere, we offer you an exciting tour in which you’ll be surprised by the coexistence of Tarragona’s inhabitants with the city’s 
imperial past. We’ll visit the oldest Roman walls (on the outside) on the peninsula and discover, among the present-day streets, the provincial forum 
and the recently excavated circus. We’ll also wander inside the spectacular vaults that underpin part of the Forum and support the tiers of the Circus, 
a stadium where thousands of spectators attended the ludi circensis or chariot races. Finally, we’ll end our visit at the Amphitheatre (outside), located 
near the beach.

Day 6 - Tuesday
COLLIOURE - 

PANORAMA OF 
COLLIOURE*

Travel through the Collioure vineyards to Fort Saint-Elme, which dominates the Côte Vermeille from the crest of a ridge. Explore the fort and its history 
(outside discovery) before taking the coastal route back to Collioure. Then take a guided walk around the town, spotting copies of works by Matisse 
and Derain positioned where the originals were painted.

Day 7 - Wednesday
SAINT CYR SUR MER 

/ CASSIS (1/2 day 
- morning)*

Reach this little fishing port, a genuine natural gem, nestled between two incredible sites: Cap Canaille and the famous Massif des Calanques. The 
imposing cliffs and the sea stretching out as far as the eye can see constitute the breathtaking scenery. You will discover the secret charm if this 
charming village by walking through the narrow alleys and squares lined with colourfoul fishermen’s houses, a postcard landscape !

Day 8 - Thursday
NICE / MEDIEVAL 

EZE AND ITS EXOTIC 
GARDEN*

After admiring the wonderful landscapes of the Riviera through the middle cornice, you will visit one of the most picturesque perched villages in the 
region. You will walk through the alleys of the small medieval village of Eze to discover all the hidden charm. You will then visit the exotic garden that fills 
the ruins of the medieval castle and contemplate the most beautiful view of the Côte d’Azur and the Bay of Beaulieu in particular.

Formalities
HEALTH FORMALITIES
Recommended vaccinations: diphtheria, polio, tetanus, hepatitis A and B and typhoid. Pregnant women who do not need constant medical supervision may come 
aboard, upon presentation of a medical certificate showing their due date and certifying that their pregnancy is compatible with the cruise. The final day of the cruise 
must be before the end of the 26th week of pregnancy. A doctor and a nurse are present on board.
