Day 1- Saturday
POINTE-A-PITRE

Spices, flowers, fish and fruit, the local markets abound with colour and exotic produce from this generous island paradise. Passengers boarding and
disembarking at this port of call. Ship docked in port.

Day 2 - Sunday
SAINT-PIERRE

Known as the Little Paris of the French West Indies, the island was the capital of the aristocracy of the plantations until 1902, when at 7.50 on 8 May
the volcano exploded and in 3 minutes St Pierre was buried under a carpet of lava. This is an emotional visit with a wealth of history. Ship at anchor,
water sports available, beach.

Day 3 - Monday
ST LUCIA

This proud volcanic island is a pillar of ecology, with its two majestic rocky peaks swathed in green and its lovingly preserved surroundings. Ship at
anchor, water sports available (no snorkelling), beach.

Day 4 - Tuesday
LA BARBADE

The Atlantic Ocean and the Caribbean Sea make for a fascinating contrast on this small coral island: Its wild, green northern face contrasts with the
azure blue waters of the south and their specific fauna and flora. Ship docked, no water sports and no direct access to a beach.

Day 5 - Wednesday
TOBAGO CAYS

A dazzling array of blues on the most beautiful coral reef in the Grenadines. Tropical fish sport the most fascinating colours in these crystal clear
waters. Ship at anchor, water sports available (no water skiing), beach.

Day 6 - Thursday

The smallest of the Grenadine Islands has just one little village, surrounded by idyllic beaches with the finest sand, crystal clear waters and

MAYREAU multicoloured tropical fish. Ship at anchor, water sports available (no water skiing), beach. Private beach for the Caribbean Beach Club.
Day 7 - Friday The largest of the Grenadine islands boasts a surface area of 18 sq kms, and a major role in the history of whaling. Its winding roads reveal stunning
BEQUIA views of the surrounding islands and tropical forest. Ship at anchor, water sports available (no water skiing), beach.

The largest of the French West Indian towns blends cosmopolitan style and local colour, with its urban lifestyle, colourful markets, metal architecture
and charming old houses. Stopover for boarding and disembarking. Ship docked in port.

ST PIERRE / MEMORIES
OF TIMES GONE BY*

Walking tour of the town: discover its intriguing past and present. Then head to the Habitation Ceron, dating from the 18th century, for a guided tour
of the land and the ruins of the former sugar and cassava refinery. Discover the magical outdoors, where you can see Albizia Saman, the rain tree,
which won the tree of the year award in 2016.

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Formalities

HEALTH FORMALITIES

Recommended vaccinations: diphtheria, polio, tetanus, hepatitis A and B and typhoid. Some parasitic or viral diseases can be carried by mosquitoes during certain
stopovers. The use of skin and clothing repellents is therefore recommended. Pregnant women who do not need constant medical supervision may come aboard,
upon presentation of a medical certificate showing their due date and certifying that their pregnancy is compatible with the cruise. The final day of the cruise must
be before the end of the 26th week of pregnancy. A doctor and a nurse are present on board.
